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Week 8: Missing Species Poster

[bookmark: _Hlk63952044]Instructions:  Individually or in groups, identify a species that has become extinct, extirpated from a particular area, or is at risk of extinction in Canada or in another part of the world. Create a poster for the species using the template below.


On your poster include:
1. The common name:  This is the name that the organism is called in normal everyday life.  Ex. Atlantic Salmon.  Most species have more than one common name; you can choose one or a few.  Optionally you can also add the common names in other languages.
2. The scientific name:  This is the official name of the species used in the scientific community.  It consists of two parts, genus and species.  Ex. Salmo salar.  Italicize both words; first word starts with a capital letter the second does not.
3. Native range:  In general terms indicate where in the world the organism comes from.  Ex. Asia, Europe, Eastern North America, Sub-Saharan Africa…
4. Conservation Status:  Identify the conservation status of the species.  Ex. extinct, extirpated, extinct in the wild, critically endangered, endangered, vulnerable.
5. A picture of the organism (can be hand drawn).
6. Below the picture describe why the organism is missing or in trouble.  Ex. Habitat loss, pollution, invasive species, over harvest…
